NWO Talent scheme

+ 150 million euro annually
« All fields of science
+ Formal rules:
v' Limited at 3 (Veni), 8 (Vidi) or 15 (Vici) years after your PhD
v' One application per round
v' Veni and Vidi - max. two applications, Vici - max. three pre-proposals

v Any place of origin, must come to a Dutch host institution

v' Funding for your own salary, other staff (Vidi, Vici) and equipment




NWO Talent scheme

r Assessment criteria:
v' Quality of applicant: excellence of researcher (40%)

v' Quality of the proposal: innovative character and academic impact of the
research proposal (40%)

v Knowledge Utilisation (20%)

+ All applications are assessed on the same criteria

r Successful applications score high on all three criteria
